
TOWN LAKE TOPO
A Town Lake contour map was recently completed and is available for printing and distribution.  Over 30,000 data points 
were used to develop the contours.  This map shows a marked difference in the lake's form from the original grading plan 
due to the large Verde River and Rio Salado flows in the winter of 2005.  For example, a sand bar has developed north of 
the Hayden Ferry Lakeside development. This information documents the current condition of erosion / sedimentation at 
this time.

SOLAR COMES IN FIRST AT PAPAGO GATEWAY CENTER
The first tenant to sign a lease at Papago Gateway Center, First Solar, is a leading manufacturer of thin-film photovoltaic 
[solar] panels.  Their cadmium-telluride on glass technology, while not as efficient as silicon based solar-cells, cost less to
manufacture and is more robust than traditional solar cells.  The company will soon have six manufacturing plants: four in 
Malaysia, one in Germany and one in Ohio.  Combined the plants will be capable of producing 690 megawatts worth of 
panels per year.  The company has signed a seven-year lease for 31,000 square-feet on the sixth floor of Papago Gateway 
Center.  The projected move-in date is March 1 and the space will be the world headquarters for this global leader in the 
solar industry.  Papago Gateway Center’s projected gold designation in Leadership in Energy and Environmental 
Design [LEED] and easy access to Tempe’s multi-modal public transit system were key factors in First Solar’s decision.
