Command Tactical Guidelines/Checklist
DURING RESPONSE

· Check MDT – drawings, text, etc.

· Check  map book – hydrants, access, etc.

· Utilize tactical worksheet

UPON ARRIVAL

· Make Initial size-up

· Give O.S. report – take Command

· Declare Strategy – Offensive/Defensive

· Consider upgrading assignment – Level II Staging

· Report Command Post location

· Establish IRIC

· Determine nature & extent of emergency

· Fire ground factors

· What is most likely to happen?

· Formulate action plan

· Prioritize needs

· Consider your options

· Address needs

INITIAL ACTION

· Make initial assignments – Make objectives known

· Type attack – Offensive/Defensive 

· Forward pumper

· Cut-off points

· Early ventilation

BENCHMARKS

· Rescue (All Clear)

· Fire control (Under control)

· Property conservation (Loss stopped)

· Consider apparatus placement

· Personnel safety – Safety Sector, is personnel positioning appropriate?

· RIC Team

· Sectorize early

· Determine resources needed

· Outside assistance – traffic/crowd control, ambulances, helicopters, etc.

ADDITIONAL ACTIONS

· Back up initial attack

· Pumped water supply (Key pumper)

· Progress reports

· Update plan

· Early loss control – lighting

· Rehab Sector
