regarding property to the west of the Tempe Center for the Arts along the south bank of the Rio Salado corridor.  On

meeting will begin at 9:30A and continue until 12:30P.  The public is invited to share their ideas and concerns. Board and 

Commission members are encouraged to attend.

HOPE GROWS
HOPE [Homeless Outreach Program Effort] continues to grow!  In December the HOPE Outreach Team worked with 28 

unduplicated homeless individuals.  The total of unduplicated individuals they have served is now 87 since November!  25 

of the individuals they served in December were homeless people that they had already made contact with indicating that 

they are succeeding at building positive relationships with individuals that can be very difficult to reach. Additionally, the 

HOPE caseworkers have established relationships with community entities that are able to provide many of the items 

homeless individuals need, not only to survive, but to end their homelessness such as valid forms of ID. The community is 

receptive to HOPE's presence and is collaborating on many different levels.  For more information, contact Theresa James

DON CARLOS DEMOS
Recent demolitions include 1937 [pictured] and 1943 East Don Carlos Avenue. The owners of the properties approached 

the City because these two vacant structures were repeatedly being broken into and vandalized.  Police also found 

evidence of drugs and prostitution on the site which is located directly across the street from the City’s Allegre Park.  This 

immediate proximity presented a danger to families and children in the area, as numerous calls for service were noted by 

the City’s Police Department.  The City, in partnership with the property owners, agreed to eliminate the slum and blight 

conditions these properties presented.  Redevelopment plans have not yet been determined.
