Tempe will be recognized for
having two of the most promising intersections for development at ULI Arizona - Ten of the Valley's Hottest Intersections.

Mill Avenue + Rio Salado Parkway received the recognition for its four corners of success. The intersection is home to
SunCor's Hayden Ferry Lakeside project, Avenue Community's Hayden Flour Mill future development, 3W's 100 Mill
Avenue [currently Monti's La Casa Vieja] and Tempe Beach Park. The influence of this intersection spreads for miles,
according to Brent Clarke of Lee and Associates, who is active with ULI. Priest Drive + Warner Road also received a
nod. The intersection, anchored by IKEA, has already spawned substantial other uses, including the Emerald Design
Center, a medical and office complex by LGE Design Build, a Hyatt Summerfield hotel and more. Land is still available
