Command Tactical Checklist
RESPONSE PROCEDURES TO INCLUDE:

· Type of incident

· Location

· Direction of travel

· Traffic conditions if known

· Units canceled en-route by DPS will not proceed into the scene unless re-dispatched

· On multiple units responses, the first unit entering the mainline traffic flow will give their identification, location, and direction of travel. Other responding units will stage at the nearest on-ramp without committing themselves.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

· Establish early Command

· Call early for additional resources

· Call early for water supply

· Call early for traffic control

· Consider frontage roads for access

· Apparatus placement:

· Protect crew but allow traffic to flow

· Level 1 staging for multiple unit responses

· Dike spilled products to protect sewers and drains

· Pump houses are supplied with propane tanks for generators..beware of vapors with spilled/leaking products.

· Tunnel:

· Limited water supply

· Portable radio communications could be hampered

· Consider technical rescue procedures for fire fighting/EMS incidents inside

· Control rooms and wind tunnels
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
