Helicopters

Command Tactical Guidelines/Checklist
· Check for wires, poles, towers / Communicate to pilot

· Assign LZ sector / radio channel

· Approach and departure paths should not pass over a treatment area, Command Post, or other activity areas where noise and rotor wash will cause problems

· Landing Zone should be located at least 300’ from other activity areas

· Avoid dusty location if possible / wet down if required

· Maintain communication with pilot

· Request PD

· Departure 

· Upwind Marker




· Approach

· Control traffic / crowd, all directions

· Don’t approach helicopter until pilot signals after landing

· Always approach from front or 45 degree angle to front

· Keep all personnel away from tail rotor

· Landing zone personnel must use eye protection or helmet face shields

· Stage patients waiting to be loaded at least 150’ away

· Assign company for fire / rescue standby
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
