Command Tactical Guidelines/Checklist
DURING RESPONSE

· Utilize EMS Incident Worksheet

UPON ARRIVAL

· Make Initial size-up

· Give O.S. report – take Command (3 or more units)

· Consider upgrading assignment – Level II staging

· Report Command Post location

INITIAL ACTION

· Determine nature & extent of emergency

· Determine extrication & treatment resource needs

· Sectorize early – extrication, treatment, and transportation (vests)

· Give follow-up reports

EXTRICATION

· Site safety

· Decide location of triage – on-site or other

· Use triage tags

· Minor patient assembly area

· Priority 4 assembly area

· Evaluate resource needs

· Progress reports

· All clear when victims removed

TRANSPORTATION

· Select adequate/safe site – close to treatment, good access

· Evaluate resource needs

· Contact alarm med. Ch. 9 (hospitals, bed availability)

· Set up Sector organization – delegate responsibilities

· Set up ambulance staging/landing zone

· Hospital notification – number of patients, priority level, ETA

· Progress reports

TREATMENT

· Select safe treatment site – good access

· Site entrance markers, Immediates/Delayed

· Evaluate resource needs

· Progress reports
