Command Tactical Guidelines/Checklist

PRIMARY ASSESSMENT

· Check your dispatch – number of units to responding vs. technical units

· Take command – size-up

· HI response (at least two TRT units, special ops duty officer, 1st due company, BC

· Secure witnesses and RP

· Determine location, number , and condition of victims

· Rescue mode/Recovery mode

SECONDARY ASSESSMENT

· Type of terrain

· Non-technical (<40 degrees)

· Technical (>degrees)

· Hazards to rescuers (assign this responsibility to Safety Sector)

· Assess the need for additional personnel

· Assess need for additional equipment (for example: helicopter)

· Decide on Action Plan (communicate plan)

SECTORIZE

· Recon (proper equipment: ALS/BLS packs)

· Safety

· Extrication (have an alternate plan)

· Medical (treatment, transport)

· Helo Ops (LZ) – Mountain vs. Landing area

· Staging

· PIO

· Police Liaison

· C.I.D.

RESCUE OPERATIONS

· Make general area safe (for example: traffic control)

· Make rescue area safe (crowd control)

· Extrication sector puts forth Action plan

· Least risk option selected when possible

· Insertion technique (climb, long-line)

· Evacuation technique (long-line, raise, lower)

· Personal protective equipment

· Victim removal equipment

· Transfer to ALS (treatment)

· Coordinate with Car 957

TERMINATION

· PAR – Personal Accountability Report

· Removal of equipment/equipment accountability

· CISD

· Debriefing/Critique
