ADDITIONAL INFO: Environmental Recycling is requesting approval of a use permit to allow a recycling collection
center located at 1803 East Rio Salado Parkway in the GID, General Industrial District. The
proposed business will occupy 2,208 s.f. at the rear (south end) of the property. Staff is
recommending approval of the request with conditions. To date, staff has received a signed

petition from the applicant with 245 names supporting the request as well as (2) two e-mails of
opposition to this request.
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COMMENTS:

Environmental Recycling is currently operating at 1803 East Rio Salado Parkway in the GID, General Industrial District. They
were given a notice to comply by our Commercial Code Compliance Division on January 26, 2007; requiring them to obtain a
use permit to legally conduct this business at the site. The applicant is requesting approval of a use permit to allow a recycling
collection center. The proposed business will occupy approximately 2,208 s.f. at the rear of the property under a large metal
canopy at the rear of the industrial property.

The site is located east of McClintock Drive and is on the north side of Rio Salado Parkway. Across Rio Salado Parkway is
Tempe Marketplace, (RRC) Regional Commercial Center. To the south and east of the site are industrial properties (GID),
General Industrial District.

The recycling center specializes in metals such as aluminum, copper, brass and steel. The materials are collected, sorted and
placed into one of four storage containers for 3-5 business days until the containers are picked up and replaced with an empty
container. Most of the customers reside in Tempe and the operation services between 50-100 customers per day.

Staff requires the business to relocate all equipment, storage, containers further to the east, to satisfy Zoning and
Development Code screening requirements. Moving the operations east, the building acts to screen the outdoor storage
associated with this business. The portable toilets, illegal signs, and illegal light fixtures shall be removed through conditions of
approval to the use permit.

The proposed hours of operation are Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM., Saturday from 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM,
and closed on Sunday. The business has (4) four full-time employees.

The applicant has provided a signed petition with 245 names supporting the use permit. To date, staff has also received (2)
two e-mails of opposition to this request.

Use Permit

The Zoning and Development Code requires a Recycling Center to obtain a use permit in the GID, General Industrial District. This use
permit request meets all applicable tests in the following manner:

Evaluating the use permit, the proposal appears to pass the use permit test listed below:

a. Any significant increase in vehicular or pedestrian traffic in adjacent areas;

®  There will be no significant increase in vehicular or pedestrian traffic in adjacent areas.

b. Nuisance arising from the emission of odor, dust, gas, noise, vibration, smoke, heat, or glare at a level
exceeding that of ambient conditions;
®  This is a recycling center use; there should be minimal nuisances (noise) within this industrially zoned

area.

c. Contribution to the deterioration of the neighborhood or to the downgrading of property values which is in
conflict with the goals, objectives or policies for rehabilitation, redevelopment or conservation as set forth in
the City’s adopted plans, or General Plan;

®  The proposed development would not contribute to neighborhood deterioration or downgrade property
values. This use permit request is consistent with the General Plan 2030's Land Use Element. The
requested use permit will not be detrimental to the surrounding industrial zoned areas. Compatibility with
existing surrounding structures and uses;

®  The proposed use appears to be compatible with surrounding uses.

CONDITION(S)
OF APPROVAL.: 1. All permits and clearances required by the Building Safety Division shall be obtained prior to the use
permit becoming effective.

2. The use permit is not transferable. Should the business be sold, the new owners must reprocess for a
new use permit.

3. The use permit is for (metal recycling only).

4. The business operation shall be relocated towards the east, to allow the existing building to screen the
equipment, materials, and storage containers. All equipment, materials, and storage containers need to
be screened.

5. The use permit is valid for 24 months from the hearing date, the applicant shall return to the Hearing
Officer for a review of the use permit before June 5, 2009.

6. The use permit is valid for the plans and business operation as submitted to and approved by the
Hearing Officer/Board of Adjustment.

7. Any expansion or intensification of use shall require a new use permit to be approved.

8. Ifthere are any complaints arising from the uses herein permitted that are verified by a consensus of the
complaining party and the City Attorneys office, the use permit may be returned to the Board of
Adjustment, and another public hearing set to re-evaluate the use permit.

9. All signs must have a required sign permit; or they will need to be removed from the site.

10. The portable toilets on the property shall be removed immediately.

11. The applicant shall meet with City of Tempe Police Department; Crime Prevention unit for a security
plan.
